
As you can see  from this illustration 
the piping, fixtures, and drains are very 
complex.  There is a possibility for 
leaks at several places.  Our technician 
will locate the leak and then make his 
recommendation. 
 

Locating the leak is sometimes easy. 
Other times it can be difficult, 
depending on the location of the leak, 
and the construction of your house. 
 

Repairing the leak will usually require 
replacing parts or fixtures such as; p-
trap, waste and overflow, tub drain, tub 
spout, shower arm, or shower head. 
 

If the leak is the faucet or the water 
piping it will be covered in other 
sections of this manual. 

When you lift the knob on top of your 
tub spout, the water is suppose to be 
diverted to the shower head. 
 

If this doesn’t happen the mechanism is 
worn out and the diverter type spout 
must be replaced. 

Tub Doesn’t Hold Water 
 

The Trip Lever tub drains with 
plungers or pop ups as shown at 
left, collect debris and are difficult to 
maintain and adjust. They are prone 
to leak. 
 

The best way to solve this problem 
is to replace it with a Lift and Turn 
assembly as shown at right.  This 
type of unit is maintenance free and 
never needs adjusting.
